Working With Children (WWCC) - The 
Working With Children Check is a new 
checking system introduced by State 
Government Legislation in 2006 which helps to 
protect children (under the age of 18 years) 
from sexual and physical harm.  Over the next 
five years, people who work or volunteer in 
some types of child related work will be 
required to apply for a Working With Children 
Check.  Certain occupational fields are being 
phased in each year.  This new Government 
requirement has a number of implications for 
us.  By the end of the year we will be requiring 
any parent, volunteer, etc, who will be helping 
out at school in any way to have a WWC.  
Please note that a WWC is a further 
requirement over and above a Criminal 
Record Check.   On approval from a WWC 
application you will be issued with a WWC card 
that will include your photo and other relevant 
information (similar to a driver’s license card).  
A WWC lasts for five years and an applicant’s 
details, etc, are continually monitored / checked 
throughout this period of time.  For a volunteer 
a WWC is free and the forms are available from 
the school office.  If you have any queries 
regarding the Working With Children Check 
please do not hesitate to contact me.
