We see celebrations in many different ways in our life. Mostly we think of it as a time to have a party
with special food, decorations, good wishes and many family and friends around us to join in the fun
and laughter of the occasion.

Despite the sorrow everyone felt, it was a time of celebration of the life of a young man, who had
achieved in 23 years what many of us are unable to do in our lifetime. As we left the church, deep in
our thoughts and to mix with those there, | could not but help to think of the Last Supper, where
Jesus came to celebrate his last meal with his disciples and the Crucifixion, where Mary saw her only
son crucified and the sorrow they must both have felt.
