Active After –school Communities Program 
Next term St Mary’s will be participating in an exciting new after school program.  The Active After-
school Communities Program is an Australian Government funded initiative encouraging a healthy 
and active lifestyle for your children.  The Australian Sports Commission is supporting this 
program to Schools and Out of School Hours Care Services throughout Australia.  This program 
will commence at St. Mary’s early in Term 3 and will run between 3.45pm and 5.00pm on selected 
weeknights, at no cost to participants. 
 
The program will focus on developing motor skills and increasing levels of physical activity.  The 
sessions will be conducted by trained leaders with a supervisor in charge.  The activities will use a 
variety of equipment and teach skills which are necessary in a huge range of different sports and 
games.  Some of the sports which may be covered include Basketball, Touch Footy, Netball, 
T/Ball, Cricket, Volleyball, Badminton, Hockey and Handball. 
 
I think this initiative is a terrific way to keep kids active and safe after school and at the same time 
developing physical coordination and skills to help them participate in a range of sports beyond 
their school years. An expression of interest form will be sent home in the near future so please 
look for this in your child’s bag.
