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Most Catholics are fairly “matter of fact” about going to Mass, if we go at all.  We rush to be on time 
…. We notice who is there … we do our best to listen … to pray, occasionally something in the 
readings or the homily strikes us … on the way out we stop to talk with those we know … and then 
it’s on with life for another week. 
 
Let’s stop for a moment and ask ourselves what difference does the Mass make to the way we live?  
It’s a question which might make us feel uncomfortable. 
 
The fact is:  by participating in the celebration of the Eucharist, we are making a huge commitment.  
We are opting to live in accord with Jesus’ dream for the world. 
 
The Eucharist provides us with an image of that dream it is the image of the great banquet where all 
gather in fellowship as brothers and sisters and where God feeds his people.  It speaks of a world 
where all are God’s friends, where humanity is totally liberated from whatever is not authentically 
human, where there is no hunger, no poverty, no war … this was the vision for which Jesus lived, 
suffered and died.  He, the bread of life, was broken so that this world might become a reality. 
 
Each time we receive the bread of life in communion we re-commit ourselves to living our faith 
actively and to working with Christ on behalf of his vision.  This is how we should live!  Indeed it has 
been said that the Eucharist is incomplete while there is one hungry person in the world. 
 
All of us who take part in the Eucharist are called to discover, through this sacrament, the profound 
meaning of our actions in the world in favour of development and peace, and to receive from it 
strength to commit ourselves to it ever more generously, following the example of Christ, who in this 
Sacrament, lays down his life for his friends.  Our personal commitment, like Christ’s and in union 
with his, will not be in vain but certainly fruitful.
